Netball South Regional League

Play Offs for Division 3 and New Entry Teams
Tournament Regulations

 1.
Tournament Referees to be advised. The decision of the referees is final.

 2.
All games will be played under INF Rules, except where Special Tournament Rules apply.

 3.
The length of games will be 12 minutes each way 3 minutes at half time and 10 minutes between rounds. All games will be centrally timed, but will start and finish on umpire's whistle. The CTSG have the right to adjust this depending on the number of entries received.
 4.
Points will be awarded as follows:-



5 for a Win



3 for a Draw



2 for a team scoring within 5 goals of the winning teams score 



   ie 12-7 = 1 point 12-8 = 2 points



1 for the Losing Team Scoring Over 50% of Winners Goals

 5.
In the event of a tie on points, goal average will decide placing.  In the event of two teams with the same goal average, goal difference and then the team with the highest number of wins will take the position.

 6.
Captains will toss for first centre pass before the game commences.

 7.
Player Qualification

· Teams currently playing in division 3 can only play players that are registered and have played for the team in the current season. No players may be added to the team registration  after round 11 of the league fixtures
· All clubs qualifying for the play offs from county leagues can only play players who are registered and have played for the club in the current season. No players may be added after round 11 of the regional league fixtures..
· All players both 1st and 2nd claim must be registered with England Netball and South Region with the team they are playing for in the play offs.

Clubs may not play:
· players aged under 14 unless they have permission to play out of their age group

· 1st or 2nd claim players who have played in a regional or premier league team (including Premier Play offs) for the same club during the current season for 12 quarters or more
· 1ST or 2nd claim players that have played for a different club in a regional league or higher (including Premier league play offs)

Substitution is allowed:


(a)
For accident or illness, when only the injured player may be substituted



and no change of playing position may be made.  Because of Tournament



Conditions, the opposition may not substitute at this time.


(b)
During each interval stoppage

9.
If a Team fails to arrive on court on time, or with less than five (5) players the

five points shall be awarded to the team present at the correct time. If both Teams do not fulfil these conditions no points will be awarded.

10.
No extra time will be allowed for stoppages due to accident or illness unless 


tournament referees decide that extra time is to be played

11.
Please register with your team sheets fully signed 30 minutes before the first round.
12. 
Teams will be responsible for providing a scorer for their games who will not be a player/substitute for the game they are scoring
13.
Players will need to bring Photographic ID as checks may be made at any time
14.
A Warning Bell / Claxton will be rung two (2) minutes before the start of the Tournament
15.  Competition Complaints Procedure
15.1
On the Competition Day, all queries and complaints (a Complaint) should be directed to the Competition Referees in the first instance, which will be dealt with as follows:

15.1.1   Where the Complaint relates to the Competition format or management,
including (but not limited to) the schedule, the opposing Team, playing surface  or other playing arrangements, a protest must be made, before the start of the Match (or as soon as possible after the issue becomes apparent during the Match) to the Competition.  The Complaint must then be acknowledged by the Competition Referee who will decide what action should be taken; or. 
15.1.2
Where the Complaint relates to the playing of a Match, the scoring, and/or its result, the relevant Squad member or Team Official, must do the following:

· Inform their Opponents and the Umpires of their complaint;

· Mark the Score Card with the words ‘Under Protest’;

· Take the Score Card marked 'Under Protest' to the Competition Referee, straight after the Match;

· Explain the issue in full to the Competition Referee;

· The Competition Referee will decide what action should be taken.

15.1.3
The Competition Referee’s decision in relation to decisions taken under clauses 15.1.1 or 15.1.2 is binding apart from where parties to the complaint have the right to appeal the decision under Section 5 below.

15.2
Where a Complaint relates to the governance or administration of the Competition by the NS CTSG, such complaints will be dealt with under the Complaints Procedure of NS CTSG.
15.3
Where a Complaint relates to the behaviour of an individual Player or Team, volunteer or individual attending the Competition which could be considered as a Disciplinary Offence under England Netball’s Disciplinary Regulations, such complaints will be dealt with in accordance 
with the procedures set out in England Netball’s Disciplinary Regulations and should be referred to the Disciplinary Secretary of the Appropriate Authority.

16. 
Appeal of the Competition Referees Decision

16.1
The decision of the Competition Referee in relation to a complaint submitted in accordance with sections 4.1.1 or 4.1.2 shall be final and binding on all parties save that a party has a right to appeal in the following circumstances: 

· if the decision of the Competition Referee has a potential impact on a Match result, a league table, or the outcome of the Competition Round; and

· there has been a failure by the Competition Referee to follow or act in accordance with these Regulations and/or the Competition Referee has reached a decision on the basis of an error of fact.
These are the only grounds of appeal and any appeal must be submitted in accordance with the appeals process set out below. 

16.2
An appeal should be forwarded in writing from the Coach of the appealing Team to the Relevant RBM Member. within seventy two (72) hours of the match.
16.3
The appeal shall be accompanied by a cheque for £100 which shall be returned if the appeal is upheld or if there are any other extenuating circumstances. The Competition Appeals Committee (CAC) will decide whether the extenuating circumstance warrant the cheque being returned.
16.4
The Relevant RMB Member .will establish a CAC which will consist of individuals that are independent of and not connected to the Competition. One of those individuals will be appointed as the Chair.
16.5
The Chair of the CAC will send the appeal to the opposing Team and any other Team the CAC believe could be affected by the outcome of the appeal. These Teams will be permitted seventy two (72) hours, from the date the appeal notice is sent from CAC to submit any evidence or submission that they wish the CAC to consider.
16.6
All submissions and evidence must be submitted in writing. The Chair of CAC will have the discretion to determine the process, procedure and direction of the appeal.
16.7
The CAC shall meet and reach a determination within seventy two (72) hours of receiving all the evidence and submissions.
16.8
The CAC will notify all the parties that made submissions and presented evidence of its decision and any penalties and sanctions imposed within twenty four (24) hours of it reaching its determination. The CAC shall have the discretion to publish the decision through whatever means it considers appropriate.
16.9
The CAC shall have the delegated power of NS CTSG.to make all decisions and impose 
and enforce any penalties and sanctions (including but not limited to, reprimands, the deduction of points, fines, suspensions and expulsions from the Competition) relating to the appeal.  
16.10
The procedures set out in this section shall be governed by the Arbitration Act 1996 (the Act) and amount to a binding arbitration agreement for the purposes of Section 6 of the Act. 
16.11
The parties also waive irrevocably their right to any form of appeal, review or recourse to any court or other judicial authority, or under England Netball’s Disciplinary Procedures Manual or otherwise, insofar as such waiver may be validly made.
16.12
The seat of arbitration shall be England, the language used shall be English and the governing law of the regulations and these proceedings under Section 3 shall be English Law.
16.13
If the circumstances require a decision to be taken sooner than provided for by this section, and all parties to the appeal consent, the timetable within which an appeal is raised, submissions made and the decision taken can be shorter than seventy two (72) hours stated in this Section. In such cases the CAC shall issue a revised directions timetable which shall be binding on all parties.

If a player is bleeding she will be asked to leave the court immediately. If excessive amount of blood on the court surface please call tournament referee

 3.
Umpires and Bleeding

If an umpire receives an injury which results in bleeding the Umpire should try and wait until the next interval.  During the intervening time the Umpire should avoid touching the ball.  This may mean that the other Umpire may be asked to take any toss up.  All umpires should have a plaster at hand in order to deal with any small injury that might occur.

Spectators


No spectators will be allowed on the courts 1 and 2.  There is limited space on court 3 for spectators of the teams playing on the court at that time.

First Aid Cover

Teams are responsible for their own First Aid cover and this will not be provided by Netball South.
